Southern Paiute Veterans Pow-Wow  
  Annual Dance Contest Rules 
1. Registration for all categories will close at 1:00 PM, 1st Session on Saturday.   No Exceptions. 

2. All contestants can only register in one (1) category sponsored by the Pow Wow Committee. 

3. No dancer under the influence of alcohol or any controlled substance will be allowed to contest. 

4. The dance competition will be on a point system.(Grand Entry, Spot Checks, Contest Songs & Exhibitions.) 

5. Numbers must be worn and displayed on the left side, where judges and tabulators can see it.  Contestants are responsible for their own numbers.  However, should a contestant lose their number, they should report to the Registration for a replacement.  The same number will be assigned.  

6. Signs of royalty such as banners and crowns are not to be worn during their contest.  This is to ensure that all dancers are judged on ability rather than popularity.  The wearing of such items during the contest will result in disqualification by the Pow Wow Committee. 

7. No choice of Drum for contest. 

8. If any major parts of the contestant’s regalia falls or drops during the official dance contest, he/she will disqualify himself/herself voluntarily or risk being involuntarily disqualified by the Pow Wow Committee.  (Dyed hackles or dyed plumes are excluded) 

9. Men and women Southern dancers will contest to a Southern drum.  Men and women Northern dancers will contest to a Northern drum.  In case of a tie, dancers will dance to the Arena Directors choice of drum. 

10. The Arena Director will assign all Judges.  Any complaints should be directed to the Arena Director.  The Arena Directors decision is final.  The Arena Director may choose a third song, if needed. 

11. The rules for judging the contest require that No family member (through blood, marriage, or adoption) shall not judge a contest in which a relative is competing.   Dancers will be disqualified if it is discovered that a relative is a judge. 

12. To receive contest money, all dancers must be in “full dress” for photographs & SHOW their contest number.  If the contestant is not in “full dress”, money will be awarded to the person with the next highest score.  Tiny Tots are exempt for this rule. 

13. All photographs taken by the Pow Wow Committee will be used for promotional purposes only. 

14. Dancers must follow Southern Paiute Veterans Pow-Wow Rules.  Rules will be enforced.
